The Edwin H. Ellison Memorial Lectureship

From 1958 to 1969 Edwin H. Ellison, MD, was a Professor and
Chairman of the Division of Surgery of the Medical College of
Wisconsin, then Marquette School of Medicine. He was an
excellent teacher and surgical scientist. His untimely death in
1970 prompted his friends and colleagues to seek a means of
perpetuating the Ellison legacy. The Edwin H. Ellison Memorial
Lectureship has been established to bring leading educators in
general surgery to the Medical College on a regular basis.
